Training course for fostering youth participation and ONLINE activism 

Berlin 18-25 June 
The possibility  that the globalization is giving regarding exchanging goods, information, ideas, finances but also people play important role in the socio-economic but also in the political-religious area of the society. Also hand in hand with the globalization goes the development of the technologie, which makes the communication in a big distance through the media very available.

Exactly that process of intercultural mixture, caused by big diversity  connected with the negative influence of the  massive media is in the core of our training course. Today we have to deal with movements like Pegida, Je suis Charlie, influence of the conflicts in the Middle East , religious intolerance and all this make a quite big changes in the real life (society) and the virtual world (internet). 

The aim of this project is to foster the intercultural and interreligious  dialogue by accepting of diversity and  promotion of positive attitudes regarding the hate speech especially ONLINE by concrete actions in form of projects or movements  which participants will have to create during the project.

• Sharing experience, realities and activities regarding intercultural diversity in our communities/countries
• Exploring concepts of intercultural learning, dialogue and acceptance
• Mapping cultural diversity related issues in our local youth work, but also in our European youth work 
• Promoting intercultural dialogue as instrument in acquiring the knowledge and atitudes for dealing with a more open and more complex environment
• Further developing participants' competences in defining, planning and coordinating quality youth work projects ONLINE  which contribute to intercultural dialogue and acceptance of diversity in communities.

Each country sends 4 participants.
Accommodation
We will spend 8 days ( 18-25 of June) in the Eastern part of Berlin (Marzahn) in the “Pro-social” hostel.

We will have own kitchen in the hostel  and the food will be prepared by the people of the Loesje Team.

There is WiFi in the hostel, and also a space for different activities. There is also a big open area in front of the hostel.

There is a possibility to buy a tickets for the local transportation in the hostel as well.

Things You need to bring with You:

- Towels 

- Hygienic things  (shampoo, tooth brush, tooth paste etc.)
Transportation
a) coming from Schönefeld Airport

- At the airport you take the bus 164 (direction S Kaulsdorf) and you get out at the station Chemnitzer Str/Jagerstr. From there you take the Bus X69 (direction Marzahn West / Kothenerstr.) and you get out at the stop Blummberger Damm/Cecilienstr. The hostel is on the right side.

.

b) coming from Tegel airport

-At the airport you take the Bus X9 direction S+U Zoologische Garten and you get out at the station S+U Zoologische Garten Bhf. From there you take the S5 direction S Hoppegarten and you get out at the station S + U Wuhletal. From there you take the Bus 291 (direction S Marzahn) and you get out at the stop Blummberger Damm/Cecilienstr.. The hostel is on the right side.

c) coming from the main rail station Hauptbahnhof

-At the station you take the S5 direction Strausberg Bhf. You get out at the stop S+U Wuhletal. From there you take the bus 191 direction Marzahn and get out at the stop Blummberger Damm/Cecilienstr. The hostel is on the right side.
Important:

If you arrive with your group at Schonefeld Airport we advise you to get a small-group-card (Kleingruppekarte) for the public transport for the ABC zone, which will cost you arround 17e, but if You are coming as a group from Tegel Airport please take a group ticket AB which is around 15e . This card is valid on all the public transport of Berlin until 3 o'clock the following night.

If you arrive alone advise you to get a day card (Tageskarte) for the public transport for

the ABC ( if you come from Schonefeld Airport) or AB zone ( if You come from Tegel Airport), which will cost you around 7€. This card is valid on all the public

transport of Berlin until 3 o'clock the following night.

If you don't have the right ticket, you are liable for a fine of 60€. Remember that you have

to hand in your day card or ticket afterwards. The tickets are available in ticket

machines from the BVG or DB and take cash (Euro) and some credit cards.
Finance & tickets

Please save all the travel tickets and boarding passes (including from the public

transport). You will get your travel costs reimbursed when we receive all the tickets and

boarding passes. Please note that 90% participation at the program of the workshop is

required in order to cover your stay and travel.

With the Information Pack You will receive a Reimbursement Claim. Please fill in and hand it out with the rest of the tickets to the person responsible for the Travel Reimbursement at the Training during the FIRST day. We suggest to prepare the papers before Your arrival.
